Revised Vocational Training Guide for Training in Intensive Care Medicine

It is
the responsibility of the trainees and SOTs to ensure that the trainees meet all the required pre-requisites or
else they will not get invited to the Exit. Trainees should ensure, together with the co-operation of the SOT to
solicit the appropriate case mix and caseloads well in advance as per training requirements. For details,
please refer to the College's website.
